CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of urinary incontinence and snoring.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had urinary incontinence on and off for the past few months. The patient was seen by urologist. However, he had an appointment to see him in the next four to five days. The patient denied any burning urination and has not seen any blood in the urine.
The patient also has a snoring problem on and off and he had this problem two years ago, but he was not able to see a sleep specialist. Wife complained that the patient was snoring significantly. The patient stated that sometimes he has sleepiness in the daytime.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness. There is no suprapubic or CVA tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to walk with a slow pace.
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
