HISTORY: This is a 2-year-old child here with ear pain. Mother states this has been going on for approximately four days. She brought him in today because she noticed discharge from his right ear and the patient has been pulling on his right ear. She states the child is eating and drinking well. She states the child’s vaccination is up-to-date.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
The patient has runny nose. Mother states discharge from his nose is clear.

She states the child is congested with cough. She states cough does not sound wet.

Denies vomiting or diarrhea.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The child is oriented, alert, interactive, and playful. He has moist mucus membranes.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Pulse 137.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.7.
HEENT: Right ear: Purulent discharge. Erythematous TM with perforation. No light reflex. Positive tragal tug. No mastoid tenderness.
Throat: Erythematous and edematous pharynx, tonsils, and uvula.
No exudate.

Uvula is midline and mobile.
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NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. The patient is tachycardic. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Normal bowel sounds. No rigidity. No organomegaly.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with good range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert, oriented, and interactive. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Right otitis media with effusion.

2. Cough.

3. Pharyngitis.

4. Otitis externa.

PLAN: The patient was sent home with the following:
1. Amoxicillin 400 mg/5 mL, mother will give one teaspoon twice daily for 10 days #100 mL.

2. Cortisporin Otic ear drops 3.5/10/10,000 mg/mL, mother will give two drops in his right ear three times daily for 10 days #5 mL.

She was strongly encouraged to buy over-the-counter Tylenol or Motrin for the child if he develops a fever.

The following tests were done in the clinic: Strep, Flu A, Flu B, and COVID test, these tests were all negative.

She was given the opportunity to ask question and she states she has none.
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
