History: Ms. Ella Jiminez was accompanied by her son. Ms Ella Jiminez had a debulking surgery for the second time in Houston for removal of pseudomyxoma peritonei. The patient was extremely weak and tired after the surgery. She had difficulty ambulation. Her lab work and evaluation done by me at that time revealed the patient was hypokalemic. Potassium supplementation, IV fluids brought her back. The patient has lot more energy now. However, I have noticed that last month her blood work showed hemoglobin of 10.3. She is on oral iron, but the hemoglobin dropped this month again to 8.3 and I am concerned of bleeding somewhere. So, what I am doing is I am consulting the doctor at Cancer Center to see if she would benefit from iron infusions or even a blood transfusion. The patient understands plan of treatment. The patient continues to have potassium supplementation and her potassium is still 3.7 and it was discussed at length what needs to be done, maybe she may need a colonoscopy; at least, she would definitely benefit from iron infusions.
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
