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1. LH, 38-year-old woman with blood pressure of 196/122, was given clonidine and blood pressure came down to 170/107. EKG was okay. No blood work or cardiac workup was done, which should have been done with that kind of blood pressure. The patient was sent home with a prescription for clonidine to be picked up in the morning. The patient was having headache. No medication for headache was given and again no cardiac workup was done except for an EKG. Nevertheless, the patient was happy with Dr. English.

2. JG, 24-year-old with laceration to the eyebrow. They were closed. They are looking good today. He is 24 years old and he liked the way Dr. English handled it.

3. LM, 51-year-old woman with irritation to the legs status post sclerotherapy for varicose veins. DVT studies were negative. She is still in pain and having a lot of numbness and pain. I told she needs to call the surgeon who performed the surgery. She is not upset, but perturbed that no medications were given for the symptoms, but I told her she needs to call her surgeon right away. DVT studies were negative.

4. QW, 43-year-old female with cough and congestion. Swab tests were negative. Diagnosed with bronchitis. Treated with azithromycin. Left message to call back.
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
