CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 55-year-old African American male with history of hypertension, is seen for initial evaluation.
HPI: The patient is a 55-year-old male with history of Conn’s syndrome who underwent total adrenalectomy in 2008. He has history of hypertension, which is usually controlled, but over the last two weeks, he had noticed a spike in his blood pressure. He has had no chest pain, shortness of breath or palpitations.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:

1. Hypertension.
2. Conn’s syndrome.

3. Glaucoma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:

1. Adrenalectomy.
2. Colonoscopy.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Amlodipine 5 mg one daily.
2. Timoptic one drop each eye b.i.d.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Maternal grandmother with diabetes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies cigarette smoking or drug use, but notes occasional alcohol use. He is employed at software sales.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He reports tingling sensation.
HEENT: Eyes: He wears glasses. Otherwise unremarkable.
Review of systems otherwise unremarkable except for insomnia.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 160/100, pulse 63, respiratory rate 20, height 74” and weight 223 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm 55 beats per minute and nonspecific ST-T wave changes noted.
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IMPRESSION:

1. Hypertension.

2. Conn’s syndrome.
3. Bradycardia.

PLAN:
1. CT adrenal gland.

2. CBC, Chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid, TSH, urinalysis, and PSA.
3. Echo and EKG.
4. Amlodipine 10 mg one p.o. daily #90.
