Ms. Vega is a 49-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding multinodular goiter. She was diagnosed with multinodular goiter in 2022. She has personal history of hypertension and asthma when she was young. The patient denies any palpitations or dry skin. She denies any significant fatigue or significant change in her weight. She reports occasional compressive symptoms at the neck. She reports some right-sided neck swelling. She denies any pain. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia.
Plan:

1. For evaluation of her thyroid function I will get a baseline thyroid function panel including a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level. I will also check for autoimmune thyroid disease including a TPO antibody level and thyroglobulin antibody level.

2. For evaluation of swelling in the right side of her neck, I will get a thyroid ultrasound to delineate her thyroid gland and assess for any thyroid nodules.

3. For her GERD, she is on pantoprazole 20 mg daily.

4. For her palpitations, she is on metoprolol 25 mg half a tablet at bedtime.
