Mr. Diemmanuele is an 87-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes about two years ago in 2021. He also has history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, coronary artery disease and diabetes is complicated by chronic kidney disease stage III. He checks his blood glucose three times per day. His last hemoglobin A1c was 10.8%. He reports that he exercises occasionally and for his diabetes he is on Lantus 40 units twice daily and also NovoLog sliding scale. The patient failed metformin due to chronic kidney disease. For breakfast he usually eats cereals and milk and fried egg as well as bread, lunch is usually a salad and dinner is usually protein and vegetables.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes his current hemoglobin A1c is 10.8%. My recommendation is to change him to Soliqua 36 units once daily and NovoLog 10 units three times a day with meals plus the NovoLog sliding scale. We will plan on rechecking his hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to his return.

2. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For his hyperlipidemia continue current therapy.

4. For his chronic kidney disease stage III, continue followup with nephrology with Dr. Oliveros.
