CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of heartburn.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he stopped taking famotidine a month ago and he was taking pantoprazole 20 mg once a day and it did not help him. However, the patient was feeling better with famotidine. The patient has no nausea or vomiting and there was no change in the stool color or habit.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary or bowel incontinence or leg swelling or calf swelling.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
Abdominal examination reveals minimal epigastric tenderness and also there is mild tenderness of the right upper quadrant. There is no organomegaly.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
