PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert, and interacts well through the exam. He does not appear to be in any distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/51. Pulse 91. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.3. Oxygenation 100%. 

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: Bilateral abundant cerumen, not totally able to visualize the tympanic membranes. Oropharyngeal area: Tonsils are +2, mildly erythematous. Strep test was done, it was negative.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
Remainder of exam is unremarkable.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a strep test, it was negative. 
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: 

1. Pharyngitis mild probable viral. No intervention. Watchful waiting will be ensued.
