DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 90-year-old white female that is followed in this practice because of CKD stage IIIB now going into IIIA. This patient has maintained adequate kidney function. In the comprehensive metabolic profile, the serum creatinine is 1.1, the BUN is 19 and the estimated GFR is 45 mL/min. There is no evidence of significant proteinuria.

2. The patient has overactive bladder, but is not a big problem and has not had urinary tract infections.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

4. Gastroesophageal reflux disease, Barrett’s esophagus, on omeprazole.

5. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. The patient is on permanent oxygen; ever since she started the permanent oxygen, the patient improved the memory. We are going to reevaluate the case in a year. She is patient of Ms. Sally Oliver, APRN and, if she considers necessary followup at anytime, we will be willing to accommodate Mrs. Montgomery for an appointment.
