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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is a 77-year-old white female that was diagnosed with uterine cancer in 2021. She had metastases to the liver and lungs. Dr. Riaz has been following her. The patient was receiving carboplatin, paclitaxel and bevacizumab. The patient was stopped the use of the immune modulator bevacizumab and the deterioration of the kidney function improved and the proteinuria gradually went down to below 500 mg/g or creatinine. She went to Vermont for the summer. Chemotherapy was given twice that was increasing the proteinuria. They could not give any more than two rounds of chemotherapy. Today, she comes for a followup of the condition. The serum creatinine is reported 1.5, the BUN 32 and the estimated GFR is 36 mL/min. This was done on 10/29/2023. The amount of protein as stated before is trace, which is pretty close to normal. The patient will continue to take chemotherapy and we will continue to monitor the proteinuria and the kidney function. The patient is with SGLT2 Jardiance. Her body weight is stable 141 pounds, BMI is 23.6 and the patient has been tolerating the diet.

2. Anemia related to CKD and chemotherapy. Hemoglobin is 11.

3. Rheumatoid arthritis that is treated with Plaquenil.

4. Atrial fibrillation status post ablation. The patient is in sinus rhythm according to the physical examination.

5. The patient has uterine cancer with metastasis to her liver and lungs on chemotherapy.

6. Hypertension under control.

7. Hyperlipidemia under control.

8. We are going to follow the patient in January, but she was instructed to call us in case of any doubts or any symptoms.

We invested 8 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 20 minutes in the face-to-face and in the documentation 8 minutes.
