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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 74-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIA. The patient has a serum creatinine of 1.7, an estimated GFR of 44 mL/min and a BUN of 35. The patient does not have significant amount of protein.

2. The patient has mitral regurgitation that is followed at the Cleveland Clinic. A clip was placed, but apparently the patient has had a relapse and is under investigation.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is way out of control. The patient continues to have a cholesterol of 277 and refuses to take medication at this point. She is going to get herbal treatment.

4. History of gout that is treated with the administration of Uloric. The patient has not had any flare-ups.

5. The patient has chronic obstructive pulmonary disease that is related to smoking and partial pneumectomy due to a mass in the left upper lobe that was excised. It was benign.

6. The patient has lost significant amount of weight and she is with a BMI of 27. We commended her for her effort and we encouraged her to continue losing weight until she gets to a BMI of 25. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.

We invested 10 minutes evaluating the lab, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
