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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 80-year-old white female that is followed in this practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIA. The patient has nephrosclerosis and serum creatinine remains 1.0. The BUN is 20 and the estimated GFR is 54 mL/min which is similar to the determinations done in April of the year 2023. There is no activity of the urinary sediment. There is no evidence of proteinuria.

2. The patient used to have iron-deficiency anemia, she is taking iron. Hemoglobin today is in the latest laboratory workup 12.6, very stable.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure reading today is 139/72.

4. Vitamin D deficiency. The latest determination is 34.7. The patient has coronary artery disease that is followed by the cardiologist. She does not have any manifestations lately.

5. Gastroesophageal reflux disease.
Reevaluation in four months.
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
