CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today after was seen at urgent care facility and the patient complained of cough, sinus type headache, fever, strep test positive over the throat test and followup of nicotine dependence.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he had few guests at home two days ago and after that he started having coughing yesterday and it progressively got worse, in the nighttime cough was more. He had low-grade fever without any chills and then in the morning he had sore throat for that he went to urgent care facility and the strep was positive and the patient was given a prescription for Augmentin 850 mg one tablet twice a day for seven days and also he was given prednisone p.o. tablets along with codeine with guaifenesin for cough.
The patient also stated that his family members are unremarkable and the patient has abdominal ache since yesterday. There was no nausea or vomiting.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied vomiting, diarrhea, chest pain, short of breath, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, snoring, or rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 5 mg once a day, enalapril 5 mg one tablet twice a day.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 20 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of hypertriglyceridemia and he is on fenofibrate 67 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of diabetes and he is on Ozempic 1 mg once a week along with low-carb diet.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he works as at airport. The patient started smoking again one pack of cigarettes per day. No alcohol use.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals frontal headache with mild nasal congestion. Ear examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any bruises or thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Rapid first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.
LUNGS: Mild expiratory wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
