Ms. Thompson states overall she is feeling better. This appointment had to be done because the patient had a PAD testing done and we wanted to discuss the results with the patient which was discussed with the patient that the patient has mild disease. I asked as to why the patient did not come in in-person and there are a lot of social determinants of health with this patient. The patient lives by herself. None of her children live close by. Most children live in Florida and she states she has to vacate this house. It is a three bedroom apartment since 1990 where she has been living in. She states they raised the rent and made a no pet policy. Ms Rebecca Thompson loves cats and, if I am correct, she has about 11-14 cats that she takes care and feeds every day. The patient states she has asked for assistance from the County in finding an apartment, but she states she does not know how she is going to handle the rest of the cats, because one Crestview apartment that she can get would let her have only two cats. The patient states she feels good. I also discussed the lab test, which does show hemoglobin A1c of 6.3. She does not like to take metformin because she feels she has side effects. She states she keeps a control of what she eats and manages her sugar and does not want to be on an antidiabetic oral pill.
The patient is with:

1. Chronic atrial fibrillation.

2. Chronic anticoagulation.

3. Chronic cellulitis of the legs.

4. Chronic venous insufficiency and venous ulcers, very prone to sepsis.
I really encouraged the patient to come in in-person, so that I can make decision whether she needs any medication further or not or whether there is infection or not. The problem is the patient is barely making her ends meet and she will have to move soon because they are raising the rent and having the no pet policy. The patient states she has so many things going on for her live to properly and she may not be able to come till everything comes to an equilibrium. I did explain to her the seriousness of her illnesses and that how an in-person visit would be more beneficial to her. She understands that, but whenever we call the patient has some or the other excuse of not wanting to come in-person probably because of financial problems of needing gas in the car and getting dressed when she has to go out.
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
