History: Ms. Moore is a 62-year-old African American female who has been seen in the office after several months because the patient was busy taking care of her elderly parents. Her last visit apparently was in May. The patient states her elderly father who was on hospice finally passed away, but it was difficult situation for her taking care of her dog after he passed away and she states she still gets some nightmares and sleep problems. She came in today because she needed lot of problems discussed. She has history of gout and her gout seems to be flaring up and wanted her Colcrys refilled. The patient has contact dermatitis like lesions on the arms and legs and wants fluocinonide cream 0.05% refilled and then she also has tinea cruris with itching in her groin and wants Lotrisone cream, which was prescribed. A flu shot was given. The patient then discussed her fourth problem which was she states she went into a beauty salon and they put a hair relaxer on the head and let it stay longer than it should and she ended developing a burn on her scalp. The patient had to see Epiphany Dermatology for this problem. She showed me pictures of how bad the burns were and she was wearing a wig today, but states that the dermatology problem is resolving and does not want anything else done. She still has a followup appointment with Dr. Terry Jones. The patient had a mammogram done on 06/19/23, which was normal. Her labs were done in March 2023. The patient is on rosuvastatin and high blood pressure medicine valsartan 80/12.5 mg. The patient is updated as far as colonoscopy is concerned. The patient also has history of reactive airway disease and uses inhalers. So, several issues discussed. She is going to be seen in the office in December.
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
