This is a 59-year-old woman obese with history of inflammatory arthritis, scleroderma, systemic lupus erythematosus, chronic renal failure, weakness, increase pain, pain related to her inflammatory process, gastroesophageal reflux, depression, diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, DJD, obesity, and sleep apnea.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Systemic lupus erythematous, back pain, fibromyalgia, anxiety, history of stroke, and two blood clots.

PAST SURCIAL HISTORY: C-section x2 and appendectomy.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with the son. She does not smoke. She quit years ago. She does not drink alcohol. She has three children. She used to work in home health.

COVID IMMUNIZATION: Up-to-date.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of stomach cancer. Father is living with his diabetes.

ALLERGIES: TRAMADOL and NEURONTIN.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: In the past two weeks, she has become weak almost bed bound. She is short of breath. She has untreated sleep apnea with morbid obesity. She has nausea. No vomiting. No diarrhea. No hematemesis. No hematochezia or seizure or convulsion.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Ms. Brooks is very agitated it is hard to take her blood pressure or examine her. She keeps pushing my hands away.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 160/92, pulse 90, and respiration 18.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft. TMs are slightly red and posterior pharynx is inflamed.

EXTREMITIES: Shows trace edema.
NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Here, we have a 59-year-old woman with systemic lupus erythematous causing mild renal insufficiency, weakness, pian, associated fibromyalgia, and inflammatory arthritis.
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Her diabetes is also contributing to her pain with associated diabetic neuropathy, gastroesophageal reflux, depression, morbid obesity, suspect diagnosed sleep apnea, weakness increase, pain issues, hypertension poorly controlled, history of DVT on Xarelto high dose, and history of stroke previously.
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
