Mr. Eakin is a 60-year-old gentleman with metastatic cancer. On or about September 2023, he presented to his primary care doctor with constipation and back pan. He went to the emergency room. CT showed compression deformity, bony metastasis, right middle lobe nodule, and left hepatic lobe nodule. The biopsy of the liver showed adenocarcinoma. The patient has already lost weight and was quite weak at the time of diagnosis. The patient biopsy results negative. CA 99 and negative TTF –1 and elevated CA 99 is consistent with pancreatic biliary or hepatic origin carcinoma with distal metastasis. The patient also showed evidence of liver failure already with abdominal distention, ascites, and edema. He is short of breath and wheelchair bound on oxygen. The patient’s care was discussed with him and his wife and subsequently was decided to proceed with hospice care. It was appeal of the oncologist that he would not benefit from systemic therapy and radiation therapy. Family understands. We would like to keep patient at home comfortable before he passes on. The patient is very much appropriate for hospice and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
