CHIEF COMPLAINT: Blister-like lesion under the belt right lower abdomen.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Wesley is a 58-year-old gentleman with history of glioblastoma, seizure disorder, hypertension, recently started on Avastin immunotherapy, just finished radiation therapy for recurrent glioblastoma. He just got back from traveling to Puerto Rico. His belt caused a raw area and a blister on the right lower abdomen, it has become slightly red and he is concerned that it might become infected.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, ED, seizure disorder, hyperlipidemia, glioblastoma recurrent status post radiation, on immunotherapy at this time and atrial fibrillation.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy and craniotomy.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 219 pounds, up 30 pounds because of the fact that he has been on Decadron recently. Blood pressure 150/97 much better controlled at home. Pulse 70. O2 sat 97%. Respirations 16.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

SKIN: No rash, but there is a blister-like lesion about 1.5 cm right lower abdomen. There is no abscess formation. There is no redness. There is no evidence of cellulitis.
EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows no edema.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. We have a superficial ulceration blister-like lesion under the belt right side lower abdomen.

2. Keflex 500 mg q.i.d.

3. Called to Walgreens at 281-292-3861.

4. Avoid further infection by covering this.
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5. Do not wear a belt for now.

6. Glioblastoma, under the care of MD Anderson.

7. On immunotherapy.

8. Status post craniotomy.

9. Seizure disorder.

10. Atrial fibrillation.

11. Continue with the current medications.

12. Check blood pressure at home. Even though the blood pressure is high now because of the medication, it is much better controlled at home and the oncologist is watching that as well.
