Mrs. Davis is a 49-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in June 2023. She also has a history of end-stage renal disease, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and anemia. The patient is currently on peritoneal dialysis. She is currently on glimepiride 1 mg once daily. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. She does report polydipsia and blurry vision. The patient states that she does three exchanges per night.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, we will get a current hemoglobin A1c. My recommendation is to change her from the glimepiride therapy as it increases her risk of hypoglycemia and change her over to Ozempic 0.25 mg once weekly for four weeks then increase to 0.5 mg weekly thereafter.

2. Her diabetes is complicated by end-stage renal disease and she is on peritoneal dialysis. She does three exchanges per night.

3. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For her hyperlipidemia, we will check a current lipid panel.
