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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a clinical case of a 65-year-old Hispanic female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of chronic kidney disease stage II. The patient has remained in stable condition. The laboratory workup on 10/13/2023, shows that the serum creatinine is 1.1 and the estimated GFR is 56 mL/min. There is no evidence of proteinuria. No activity in the urinary sediment.

2. The patient has a history of neoplasm of the breast that is followed at the Moffitt Cancer Center. She has been taking anastrazole.

3. The patient has hyperlipidemia that is under control.

4. Hypothyrodism on replacement therapy.

5. The patient sustained a fracture in the right ankle that was a complex fracture and she has been under a lot of stress associated to this fracture because she lost for about 12 weeks the ability to move and she was immobilized and she is the caregiver for her mother that is 94 years old. A laboratory workup shows that there is a tendency to hyperglycemia; during the next appointment, we are going to check the hemoglobin A1c. We are going to reevaluate the case in four months with laboratory workup.

We invested 10 minutes in reviewing the lab, 15 minutes with the patient face-to-face and with the documentation 10 minutes.
