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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 77-year-old white male that has a history of chronic kidney disease stage IIIA-B. The patient has a history of polycystic kidney disease and has remained in stable condition. The latest laboratory workup that was done on 10/04/2023, shows that the creatinine is 1.9 mg/dL and the estimated GFR is 34 mL/min. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is about 350 mg/g of creatinine.

2. The patient has a history of arterial hypertension. The blood pressure log states that the blood pressure has been very well under control 120/74, 115/67, and when I inquired of the possibility of faulty blood pressure cuff, he states that he brought a second blood pressure cuff and the readings are identical. The body weight remains 176 pounds.

3. The patient has hyperlipidemia that is controlled with the administration of statins.

4. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. The patient does not have evidence of anemia. We are going to give a followup in nine months with laboratory workup.

We invested 10 minutes in the laboratory examination, with the patient we spent 16 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
