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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is a 77-year-old white female followed in the practice because of CKD stage IIIA. The patient has a history of arterial hypertension and hyperlipidemia. Laboratory workup on 10/11/2023, shows that the creatinine is 1.2 and the estimated GFR is 43. The serum electrolytes are within normal limits. Liver function tests are within normal limits. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is less than 50 mg/g of creatinine.

2. The patient has a history of arterial hypertension. Blood pressure log that the patient brought is consistent with a blood pressure that is under control 130/60 most of the time; during the office visit, 131/63. The patient has a BMI of 30.5.

3. History of osteoarthritis.

4. The patient is slightly overweight.

5. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. Very stable condition.

6. The patient has hyperlipidemia with a total cholesterol of 168, HDL 43, LDL 98, and triglycerides 168. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.

We invested 7 minutes in the lab, 15 minutes with the patient and 7 minutes in the documentation.
