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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 87-year-old white male that is followed in this practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIA. The patient has a lengthy history of diabetes mellitus. He was placed on insulin no more than six months ago and the patient has been gaining weight steadily. Today, the patient is 252 pounds, 7 pounds heavier than the last visit in March 2023. The patient has also a history of hypertension and hyperlipidemia. In the latest laboratory workup that was done on 10/20/2023, the serum creatinine is 1.36 mg/dL and the estimated GFR is 50.4. At the present time, the patient has a proteinuria that is 500 mg/g of creatinine. The patient continues to be on Jardiance. We will continue monitoring the situation.

2. The patient has diabetes mellitus that is under control. The hemoglobin A1c is 7%.

3. Pulmonary fibrosis.

4. The patient has arterial hypertension. The blood pressure today is 148/70 and he claims that the levels are much better at home.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

6. Peripheral neuropathy.

7. The patient has polycythemia that is followed at the Florida Cancer Center. He was given orders for periodic phlebotomy that is going to start pretty soon.

8. Peripheral neuropathy that is under control.

I spent 7 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 15 minutes with the patient and 7 minutes in the documentation.
