DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 52-year-old male that had a history of membranous nephropathy that is in remission. The patient comes for the yearly followup and the patient is completely asymptomatic. The physical examination is completely normal. The blood pressure is under control 119/69. The serum creatinine is 1. The estimated GFR is 91. There is no evidence of microproteinuria or macroproteinuria. The protein-creatinine ratio is less than 100 mg/g of creatinine.
2. Arterial hypertension is under control. Blood pressure 119/69.

3. The patient has history of vitamin D deficiency that he is taking supplementation. The vitamin D level is 37.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. Total cholesterol is 146, HDL 42, and LDL 83.

5. Remote history of anemia. Hemoglobin is 13, hematocrit is 38.9 and the platelet count is 232,000, normal differential. The patient is in very stable condition.

We are going to reevaluate him in a year.
