DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 88-year-old white male that is a patient that is followed in the clinic because of CKD stage IIIB. The patient has nephrosclerosis most likely associated to hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and most likely cardiorenal syndrome. The serum creatinine that was determined on October 23, 2023, is 2.32 and the estimated GFR is 26.4 that is similar to the prior determinations. The patient does not have significant proteinuria.

2. The patient has a history of arterial hypertension. The blood pressure today is 142/92. He states that, at home, it is lower than this and this is what he has been saying all along. At this point, I am going to request Mr. Hayes to have a blood pressure log for the next appointment.

3. Atrial fibrillation that is followed by the cardiologist, Dr. Parnassa. The patient is anticoagulated with the administration of Eliquis.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is out of control. The patient is not taking the atorvastatin and has not been taking it for a long time. The patient is advised to go back to it and we will send a prescription to the VA.

5. BPH that is followed by the urologist.

We are going to reevaluate the case in about 3½ months and we will order laboratory workup.

We invested 7 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
