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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 77-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB that has been improving gradually, now is IIIA. The latest determination of the creatinine on October 18, 2023, is 1.1 with an estimated GFR of 52. The patient has an albumin of 4.3. Alkaline phosphatase is 108. Liver function tests are within normal limits. Blood sugar is 107. The serum sodium is 139.

2. Hyponatremia that is no longer present.

3. Hypomagnesemia that has been corrected.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is within normal range.

5. Hypertension. Today, it is a little bit elevated, but she states that from time to time she has white-coat syndrome. The blood pressure has been very well controlled at home.

6. The patient underwent open reduction and internal fixation of the right hip fracture; the patient fell four months ago and she has recovered. The body weight is 87 pounds.

7. Hyperuricemia that is corrected. The patient is going to be evaluated in six months with laboratory workup.
