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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in June 2020, the patient was in Afghanistan.  It was during the evacuation of Afghanistan, the patient tells me that he was bringing back human remains and the body parts.  The patient was on the grounds and he was hit by a motor.  There was an explosion near him.  The motor exploded, he fell on the ground.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness as he fell on the ground.  His head hit the rock, on the back of his head on the left side.  The patient has immediate loss of consciousness for three to five minutes.  When he woke up, the patient had severe headaches, blurred vision, and drowsiness.  The patient had amnesia for the rest of the day.  He does not remember what happened for the rest of the day.

The patient now has significant headaches.  He has blurred vision, concentration difficulties, difficult to perform his job task duties.  He has inability to recognize common things.  Unable to multitask.  The patient has difficulty to remember task duties at work in which he need to write down everything.

The patient is working for the Air Force as a traffic management.  The patient tells me that his symptoms are effecting his job and he is not able to concentrate.  He is not able to focus.  His whole memory is affecting him to remember his task duties.

MoCA examination score is 25/30.  The patient missed all 5 on delay recall. 
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
