Mother stated that the child was seen in the emergency room recently, diagnosed with bronchiolitis, reactive airway disease and respiratory syncytial virus infection. She states that she was given several medications including budesonide nebulizer and Xopenex, but states that the pharmacy did not have the Xopenex and they gave have her albuterol. She states that she did not want to use the albuterol and has not used it. She states that she is here for prescription for Xopenex. She stated that the medication was sent electronically, so she could not take the prescription to another pharmacy, she needs a prescription.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: Negative.
ALLERGIES: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.
FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother states that child is feeding well. Denies vomiting or diarrhea. Denies changes in activities. She states that child’s vaccination is up-to-date.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, interactive child, is actively breast-feeding in the room; mother is breast-feeding oblivious of my presence.

VITAL SIGNS:

Temperature 97.9.

Respirations 18.

HEENT: Normal. There is no nasal discharge.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. Child is smiling during the exam. No adventitious sounds.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion.
