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Echo Report
Please note that this patient was very difficult to image. Various structures could not be well recorded.
Final Interpretation:
1. Severe aortic stenosis. Aortic valve area 1-1.2 sq cm. Mean gradient across the aortic valve 25 mmHg.
Dimensionless index is 0.36.
2. Moderate degree of left ventricular diastolic dysfunction.
3. Mild left ventricular hypertrophy. Left ventricular wall thickness 1.2 cm.
4. Left atrial pressure above 15 mmHg. The left ventricular filling pressure is increased.
5. Moderate degree of mitral annular calcification which is causing some narrowing in the mitral valve. The mitral valve area is 2.45 sq cm.
6. Normal left ventricular systolic function. Ejection fraction 65%.
7. Moderate degree of left atrial enlargement.
8. Asymmetric septal hypertrophy at 1.7 cm. No systolic anterior motion noted.
9. Mild mitral regurgitation.
10. Mild aortic regurgitation.
11. Mild tricuspid regurgitation which is likely a normal variant.
12. Right ventricular systolic pressure 28 mmHg.
Please note that there was a gradient of 6 mmHg across the mitral valve due to mitral annular calcification.
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
