She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia and right partial lung removal secondary to a tumor. Her current hemoglobin A1c is 9.2%. She takes glipizide 10 mg twice daily and metformin 500 mg each evening. The patient states that she is unable to afford her Januvia anymore.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c is 9.2%. We will plan on increasing her metformin to metformin extended release 500 mg twice a day and continue glipizide 10 mg twice daily and recheck a hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to her return.

2. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.
