CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of abdominal pain.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that abdominal pain is in the lower part both the right and left side and the pain level is 5 or 6 and sometimes it is cramping in nature. The patient has this abdominal pain on and off in the past, but now it is more persistent and it is not related to meals. The patient does not have constipation at this time.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied weight loss, headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, urinary incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for prostatic hypertrophy and was seen by urologist and the patient is on alfuzosin medication.
OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Unremarkable.

LUNGS: Unremarkable.

Abdominal examination reveals mild tenderness of the lower quadrants without any rigidity or rebound tenderness. There is no organomegaly and bowel sounds are slow.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and it is important to get a CT scan of the abdomen and pelvis.
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
