History: Mr. Ramsey was seen today accompanied by his wife. Mr. Ramsey has rheumatoid arthritis. Dr. Rossman who was taking care of him in College Station Scott & White Clinic had a sudden demise and he was left without a rheumatologist. I told him I could refill his medicines for rheumatoid arthritis for at least 90 days, as I am comfortable doing that. However, the Scott & White arranged for him to get a rheumatologist to be seen in Temple, Texas. He made that visit. He examined him and in fact he told Mr. Ramsey that Dr. Lee felt he did not have rheumatoid arthritis and it was just osteoarthritis. Mr. Ramsey has had total right knee replacement. He has multiple problems. He takes methotrexate several tablets once a week. He has had eye exam done, lab work done, chest x-ray done; all of them are within normal limits and his sugar is doing good. In fact, his A1c is 7.5. The doctor in Temple told him his A1c was very high and we did some dosage adjustment of his medicines for diabetes. The patient is watching his diet more carefully. He is still working part-time. He does not smoke. He does not drink. He had earlier thought of getting a left knee replacement, but now has canceled his thoughts of that. Rest of the physical is as in the chart. Dr. Lee at Temple, a rheumatologist, did not refill his methotrexate, but they picked up the refill that I had given them. He is going to be seen in the office in middle of December.
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
