However, the patient becomes confused and disoriented.  She does not remember for the rest of the day.  She had amnesia symptoms.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient was brought to the hospital and had x-ray.

Since the event, the patient has significant migraine headache symptoms.  She would have headache almost every day.  She has chronic migraines.  She also had cervical neck pain symptoms.  The patient has difficulty with concentration and focus.
The patient needs to be taking medications for her headaches including Topamax and Maxalt for the headaches.

The patient is currently active duty in the Air Force.  She works in the clinical lab.  She tells me that the headaches are result of her to miss a lot of work.  The patient is not able to focus and concentrate.  The patient has decreasing concentration.  The patient is not able to perform well at work because of these symptoms and missing work.
