Dear Sue:

This is followup for Mr. Fabiano.  Last visit was in March.  He could not come in person.  We did face-time telemedicine.  He is doing physical therapy, trying to recover from prior corona virus, respiratory failure ventilatory assistant.  He has a heart transplant and there were concerns about ischemic cardiomyopathy.  He remains oxygen mostly at night but also during daytime.  He is careful with diet in terms of salt.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No decrease in urination.  No cloudiness or blood.  No major edema.  No claudication symptoms.  Presently no chest pain or palpitation.  Stable dyspnea.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No orthopnea or PND.  He was for a period of time apparently on dialysis from acute on chronic renal failure.

Medications:  I reviewed medications.  I want to highlight the Tacro and CellCept.  He is on beta-blockers diuretics only once a week, has not required any more often, cholesterol treatment and a number of supplements.  No antiinflammatory agents.

Physical Examination:  On the video, he is very awake.  Alert and oriented x3.  Able to speak in full sentences.  He has not been able to check blood pressure at home recently.  Normal speech.

Labs:  Chemistries October, creatinine presently down to 0.9, baseline for him was 1.3 to 1.5.  Other chemistries normal sodium, potassium, acid base, nutrition, calcium, phosphorus, PTH, chronically low platelets presently 125, mild anemia 13.5 with a normal white blood cell, neutrophils, lymphocytes in the upper side.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Heart transplant.

2. High-risk medication immunosuppressant.

3. Complications of corona virus, respiratory failure, mechanical intubation, dialysis acute on chronic all of them improved.

4. Respiratory failure requiring oxygen at night.
5. Other chemistries are stable.  All issues discussed with the patient.  Plan to see him back in the next six months.
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All of the above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided and questions answered to the patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
