LOGAN, CHARLINE
This 84-year-old woman was seen on or about end of October 2023, with a recent diagnosis of pancreatic mass, 20-pound weight loss in the past two months, epigastric abdominal pain radiating to the back, fatigue, and increased sleeping time. The recent CT scan has shown a suspicious pancreatic adenocarcinoma with liver metastasis, intrahepatic biliary ductal dilatation indicating possible obstruction. The patient is noted to be anemic at 11 and 33 with already decreased albumin of 3 and total protein of 5. The patient has had a stent placement recently. The patient’s bilirubin has increased in the past week to 15 which along with other findings makes this cancer quite aggressive and puts her at terminal stages of her cancer. She is not a candidate for any chemo or radiation therapy given her liver function tests and it is our job to keep her as comfortable as possible with hospice care at home. The family and the patient have accepted this and agreeable with hospice care at home.
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
