CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 73-year-old African American male with history of chest pain, referred for evaluation.

HPI: The patient as noted is a 73-year-old male who reports episodes of chest pain beginning approximately six months ago. He describes chest pain as discomfort lasting one day. He had no shortness of breath. He had no associated symptoms. He had been seen in the emergency room in August 2023, with chest pain. Workup apparently was unremarkable.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hidradenitis suppurativa.
2. URI.

3. Diarrhea.

4. Hypertension.

5. Borderline diabetes.
6. BPH.
7. Acquired complex renal cyst.

8. Erectile dysfunction.

9. Elevated PSA.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Colonoscopy.

MEDICATIONS: Unknown.
ALLERGIES: SULFA results in rash.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of CVA. Father died of blood clot.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He notes tobacco use, but denies any other substance.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

Constitutional: He has had no weight gain or loss.

HEENT: He uses reading glasses.

Gastrointestinal: He has diarrhea.

Review of systems otherwise as noted.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 122/82, pulse 84, respiratory rate 20 and weight 176 pounds.

Physical exam otherwise unremarkable. He does have dentures.

DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm 60 beats per minute. There is right bundle-branch block pattern. Left anterior fascicular block is noted. Nonspecific ST/T wave abnormality present. Occasional APC is noted.

IMPRESSION:

1. History of chest pain.

2. Hypertension.

3. Prediabetes.

4. Abnormal EKG.

PLAN: Echo and stress test and evaluate lipid panel.
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
