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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 87-year-old Mexican male that is followed in the practice because of the presence of arterial hypertension that is treated with the administration of amlodipine and lisinopril. The blood pressure has remained under control 124/66. The patient weighs 182 pounds.

2. The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus that is treated with glimepiride 4 mg on daily basis and metformin 500 mg p.o. b.i.d. The patient sometimes gets out of the diet. The hemoglobin A1c has been between 7 and 7.6; this time is 7.4 and the patient is asymptomatic.

3. The patient is treated with gabapentin 300 mg at bedtime for the peripheral neuropathy.

4. Anemia that has been under control.

5. B12 deficiency with treatment.

6. The patient is going to be evaluated in about four months. Laboratory workup will be ordered.
