Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: He is awake. He is forgetful and disoriented. Generalized weakness. Ambulatory dysfunction.
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ASSESSMENT: The patient has been admitted for continuation of care. He has significant:
1. Cardiomyopathy status post ICD replacement.

2. CHF.

3. Paroxysmal atrial fibrillation.

6. History of CKD.
