SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today for followup at cross coverage for Dr. Ahmed. The patient is lying on the bed. She has right knee pain. No trauma. No fall. No headache. No dizziness. No cough. No congestion. The patient has known history of breast cancer. She is being followed by oncology Dr. Ravi. Otherwise today, she has a previous history of CVA, ambulatory dysfunction, CKD, history of DVT, peripheral vascular disease, and multiple medical problems required supervised care at the nursing home. Today, she had no chest pain. No cough. No congestion. No nausea. No vomiting.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed. She is on Tylenol extra strength 500 mg twice a day, rosuvastatin 40 mg daily, gabapentin 100 mg three times a day, Keppra 500 mg b.i.d. for history of seizure disorder, Dulcolax suppository p.r.n. once a day, duloxetine 20 mg daily, Pradaxa 150 mg b.i.d., multivitamin daily, Cozaar 100 mg daily, diclofenac gel 1% p.r.n. topical for right knee.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness.

Pulmonary: No cough.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting.

Musculoskeletal: Right knee pain.

Genitourinary: No hematuria.

Neuro: No syncope.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. She is alert and cooperative.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 140/70, pulse 70, temperature 97.6, respiration 20, pulse ox 96%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Right knee there is no redness and mild tender to palpate. There is no evidence of leg cellulitis. There is no calf tenderness in the leg.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and lying on the bed.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. Ambulatory dysfunction.

2. CVA.

3. Right breast cancer being follow by oncology Dr. Ravi.

4. CKD.

5. DJD.

6. Hypertension.

7. History of DVT.

8. History of peripheral vascular disease.

PLAN: We will continue all her current medications. I review Dr. Ravi note and I called also and he advised the whole body PET/CT scan. I discussed with NP at the nursing rehab and that will be arranged. At present, we will continue all her current medications. We will do x-ray of the right knee.
