REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 100% at room air.
Blood pressure 110/76.

Pulse 77.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.3.

HEENT: Eyes: Erythematous conjunctiva in left eye, green discharge present very scant. No bleeding. Visual Acuity: The patient counts fingers well with no difficulties.

SKIN: Hyperpigmented macules discretely distributed below her left eye, in cubital fossa. No fissures. No vesicles. No bleeding or discharge. No fluctuance.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly. No rebound. No guarding.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Eczema.

2. Conjunctivitis.

PLAN: The patient was sent home with the following medications:

1. Gentamicin 0.3% ophthalmic solution two drops t.i.d. for 10 days, #5 mL.

2. Triamcinolone 0.1% cream applied b.i.d. for 14 days, #30 g.
