The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: This morning I called her at 10:20, she did not respond later on the office reported me to call at 517-261-1209 so made a call at 2:50 p.m. and had a video call. Angela was somewhat tearful and depressed. She describes she has been undergoing lot of stress. She was charged for drunk driving. Her brother has been having cancer. Her daughter has been having problem. Recently, her mother died. She describes she has not slept for eight days. She has been feeling very sad, depressed, and hopeless. Denies any suicidal thoughts, but denies any hallucinations and paranoid delusion. She describes she is coming to the hospital for further evaluation and management. I further discuss it is good idea she should come to Oakland Hospital and I will inform the staff to evaluate her and report to me for further management to which she agreed. The patient has been on Seroquel 150 mg at bedtime, Klonopin 0.5 mg twice a day, and also taking duloxetine 30 mg daily. She was alert, oriented, looking depressed, and sad. No suicidal thoughts. No symptoms of hallucination or delusion but has been undergoing lot of anxiety due to the several psychosocial stress. I further discussed that she should not be alone and she should accompany with the friends and come to the hospital. At this point, she should not drive to which she agreed. The patient agreed with the plan that she is coming to the hospital for further evaluation.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
