PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure is better at 103/60. Pulse 96. Respirations 16. Temperature 98. O2 sat 98%. Weight 129 pounds.

HEENT: TMs are slightly red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.

6. Flonase two puffs once a day.

7. Phenergan DM 4 ounces.

8. No sign of urinary tract infection.
9. Urinating without any problem.

10. Push fluids since she still feels dry.

11. Medications were reviewed with the patient.

12. Doing fantastic. If she starts having any problems or other issues, she will return right away.
