Dear Dr. Vasiliky:

Thank you for referring Ms. Jessia Rodriguez for infectious disease evaluation.

As you know, the patient was recently tested positive for syphilis on a routine screening which was negative for any other STDs.

At that time, the patient was completely asymptomatic and had a very low titer 1:1. However, the FTA-ABS was also positive indicating true positivity. The patient denies any high-risk sexual behavior with partner who reportedly tested negative.

At this time, the patient has no symptoms or signs and no history of any symptoms. A repeat RPR being done to rule out the possibility of lab error.

The patient will receive Benzylpenicillin 2.4 miU/ML intramuscular through the Jersey City Health Department.
The patient has been encouraged to follow up with repeat STD screening including but not limited to HIV for the next one year. The patient has been given support and encouragement and also informed that the FTA-ABS will stay positive.
Thank you for allowing me to participate in the care of your patient.
