The patient currently is in full-time school.  The patient is studying for finance.  The patient tells me that he cannot maintain significant focus in school.  The patient is not able to remember what he just learns.  The patient has difficulty performing in school and learning new information because of his memory difficulties.  The patient also has difficulty to focus in school.  The headaches are also affecting him in school.
