CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right wrist pain and fatigue.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that right wrist pain started five or six days ago and the pain level is 4, but it is worse upon exertion and relieved after resting. There is no history of numbness or tingling.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, high fever, chills, cough, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or leg swelling or calf swelling.
The patient also complained of fatigue on and off without any chest pain.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Within normal limits.

LUNGS: Within normal limits.

ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness.
LOWER EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

Right wrist examination reveals minimal tenderness of the tendons of the wrist and handgrips are bilaterally equal. There is no deformity noted.
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
