She states that she brought her in today because of rash and increased temperature, she stated she gave Tylenol, temperature will go down but comes right back up. She states that child complained of painful swallowing.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

ALLERGIES: None.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol and ibuprofen.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco, ex-tobacco smoke exposure.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed were negative except for those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: She is alert and oriented.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 98/66.

Pulse is 98.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.1.

HEENT: Throat, erythematous and edematous tonsils, pharynx and uvula. Uvula is midline and mobile. No exudate. Ears, no erythema, no effusion. Negative tragal tug. No erythematous TM or EAC.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

SKIN: Some paper like erythematous rash discreetly distributed on upper extremities and trunk, rash blanches, no vesicles, no bullae, no bleeding or discharge, no excoriation.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Scarlet fever.
2. Rash.
3. Acute pharyngitis.
4. Sore throat.
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PLAN: The following tests were done in the clinic today. Strep and flu, the patient’s strep was positive for group A, flu is negative. Mother was given the following prescription. Amoxicillin 250/5 mL, she will take 5 mL t.i.d. for 10 days #150 mL. Motrin 100/5 mL, child will take one teaspoon p.o. t.i.d. p.r.n. for fever #200 mL. Mother was advised to increase fluids, recommend Pedialyte. Come back the clinic if worse, or go to nearest emergency room if we are closed. She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
