History: Ms. Noak is a 65-year-old white female who was seen today. She is going to have a bridge done and five tooth extracted. It is going to be done at Dr. Garrett’s office, the oral surgeons. The patient is on Prolia shot and they do not want to do the Prolia shot at the same time with tooth work. I discussed with the patient at length that whatever I have known if the Prolia shot is prolonged more than few days the bone resorption is increased significantly. The patient states she has bad teeth and she would rather get work on her teeth, then take Prolia shot. This was a shared decision making. The patient has opted to get her dental work done and then take the Prolia shot after. She states even if her insurance changed and Prolia does not get covered, she could not help it. A bone study was done again and that did show significant improvement in bone density following the Prolia shots, so I have discussed with her, but that is her choice of doing the tooth work first and then take the Prolia shot at a later time. The patient understands plan of treatment. Lot of discussion was done about Prolia as well as the dental work and the benefits and the risks and she chose to go for holding the Prolia shot at this time, getting the dental work done and then taking the shot two or three months later even if it meant increased bone resorption.
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
