Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular.

Extremities: Right knee surgical scar has been well healed. There is no sign of infection. No cellulitis. Left leg no edema. No calf tenderness.
Neuro: He is awake. He is alert and oriented x 3. He has expressive aphagia. He has right-sided weakness secondary to previous traumatic brain injury and ambulatory dysfunction.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted with the ambulatory dysfunction.
2. Right knee septic arthritis completed the antibiotic course.

3. Pneumonia treated.

4. Liver mass suspected liver carcinoma has been evaluated by hematology oncology Dr. Ravi traumatic brain injury resulted in right-sided weakness. Dysarthria due to traumatic brain injury.
