The patient was also reported to have right buttock pressure ulcers and has been evaluated by the wound team. She also has a sacral pressure ulcers stage IV. She has been evaluated by the wound team also for those. Today, the patient has no complaint lying on the bed.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is awake, forgetful, and disoriented.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 108/60, pulse 72, temperature 97.8, respiration 20, and pulse ox 94%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Sacral ulcer present, right buttock ulcer present, and the dressing is intact.

Neuro: She is awake, disoriented, and confused.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted with ambulatory dysfunction.

2. Generalized weakness.

3. Sacral pressure ulcer.

4. Right buttock ulcer.

5. Dementia.

6. Hypertension.

PLAN: We will continue her current medications. Local skin care as per wound team and monitor her closely.
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
